COMMISSIONING OPPORTUNITY

Community Justice Scotland (CJS) has been conducting a review into the current operation and demand for
voluntary throughcare services and in September 2023 provided the options and our recommendation to
Scottish Ministers as to the scale and type of such services that the Scottish Government should grant fund
in the future.

The purpose of the grant fund is to establish a national partnership of voluntary sector organisations to
provide throughcare support to people leaving prison after a prison sentence of less than four years or those
leaving prison after a period of time spent on remand. The partnership will offer needs lead and person
centred support to people leaving prison, and will provide an initial offer of resettlement support upon release
from prison with the option of providing more intensive support to those who need it for up to 12 months. The
support should be available to everyone leaving prison, regardless of age or gender, and should be available
across all of Scotland.

The current services provided by the Public Social Partnerships will continue to be provided until the new
service is commenced.

Three grants have been made in the first stage of the Fund’s work. These reflect a range of approaches to
supporting people and communities to power social change and secure justice. They will offer valuable
learning for everyone involved in helping turn rights into reality in Scotland. The three initial grants are:

STARCATCHERS (£50,000 PROJECT FUNDING OVER TWO YEARS)

Starcatchers support the rights of babies and younger children. They have worked for 18 years, primarily in
\Wester Hailes and Fife, with a focus on: community engagement, productions, early years development, and
advocacy. The funding will support them to build on research done in 2022. This will increase understanding
and awareness of babies’ and children’s rights, how their views can inform decision-making, and
opportunities for them to enjoy their rights.

MAKING RIGHTS REAL (£75,000 CORE FUNDING OVER THREE YEARS)

Making Rights Real is a small grassroots human rights organisation in Scotland with a big vision — to support
marginalised communities to use the power of human rights to mobilise for economic and social change. The
funding will support work to increase human rights knowledge amongst groups whose rights are most at risk,
and change made by duty bearers in response to community action. Making Rights Real anticipates
improvements in Travellers’ sites, improved budget equality processes and access to healthcare for women
and girls. The work will also contribute to movement building, funder and civil society knowledge exchange,
and connections with academia.

ENVIRONMENTAL RIGHTS CENTRE FOR SCOTLAND (£75,000 CORE FUNDING OVER THREE
YEARS)

Environmental Rights Centre for Scotland (ERCS)’'s work is focussed on environmental rights and supporting
people to fulfil these and protect the environment. ERCS does this in four main ways: awareness raising of
rights and remedies and supporting participation in environmental decision-making; advice, assistance and
representation to access justice and hold duty bearers to account; advocacy in policy and law reform; and

strategic interest public litigation to tackle systemic environmental problems. The funding will enable
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development of activity across these four areas, in particular establishment of a new ERCS-owned law firm
to undertake legal representations and function as a law centre.

Activities
should emphasize local nature enrichment and biodiversity improvements. This could include creating or
improving community gardens, shared spaces, wildflower meadows, ponds, woodlands and other wildlife
habitats. We cannot support applications for activities which are primarily about food growing.
